1. Personnel's own safety
2. Rescue of trapped persons from the fire
3. Protection of settlements
4. Rapid combating of developing fires
5. Extremely high extinguishing capacity

High water consumption when using the extinguishing water as a jet means
that mobile units run out of water after a short time

In difficult terrain, it is difficult or impossible to reach the source of
the conflagration so it cannot be effectively prevented from spreading

Retractable light mast with high-power spotlights with its own electricity generator
for working in the dark or in smoke

Vehicle tracks fitted with rubber cushions for use on all types of road
with up to 70 km per hour

Storage space with flexible water containers which can be rapidly emptied to
accommodate injured persons in rescue operations in difficult terrain

Dozer blade at the front to increase manoeuvrability and to remove obstructions
as well as to lay firebreaks

Powerful cable winch to salvage heavy
overturned vehicles or to remove
obstructions
